A very important component of
our future energy development and
production will come not necessar-
ily from the truth but what is per-
ceived to be the truth. Make no mis-
take, what today’s young people are
taught in school about energy and
its relationship to global warming
will determine what direction we
go in developing the critical energy
resources we need. Plentiful and af-
fordable energy is as important to
the future of the world as the daily
intake of food and water is to the
survival of every man, woman and
child alive today. Reliable and af-
fordable energy is the nourishment
of our way of life, without it we will
starve and die.

I worked as an on air meteorolo-
gist for 25 years, mostly with NBC
stations. Now I am self employed.
Recently I was presenting my pro-
gram about how weather works to
a middle school. During a break
between groups I had a chance to

look around the library where I was
presenting my program. [ thought
it would be interesting and reveal-
ing to see what kind of books about
energy and climate the library was
providing to the students. It didn’t
take long to find the answer.

The first book I found with little ef-
fort was titled “Are we running out
of energy?” by Christiane Dorion
and published by Arcturus books.
Interestingly the logo for Arcturus
books is a polar bear with a little star
above its head. This book is overtly
against traditional energy produc-
tion. In chapter one on the second
page, the author states “There are
huge problems with using fossil
fuels. First, they are non-renew-
able because they take millions of
years to form and can only be used
once. If we keep using them as we
are now nearly all of the existing
reserves will be gone by the end
of the twenty first century. Second,
when we burn fossil fuels we pro-
duce polluting gases that contribute
to warming the earth’s temperature.
This is why we need to find alterna-
tives.”

There are several factual problems
with this paragraph. First there is
no reliable estimate of how much
fossil fuel energy is left in the earth.
Some estimates indicate there could
be hundreds of years of recoverable
oil and natural gas buried in the
earth’s crust.

What Are Schools Teaching Kids About Our Energy Future?

Secondly the author is referring to
carbon dioxide “pollution” that is
released by the burning of fossil
fuels. Calling carbon dioxide pol-
lution is misinformation designed
to deceive the student. Pollution
kills things, carbon dioxide is an
essential component of the earth’s
atmosphere and without it all plant,
animal and human life would die.

This is an
assumption with computer models
as the only “evidence” that this is
true. The temperature of the earth
has been rising since the bottom

of the “Little Ice Age” around the
year 1700. The rate of warming has
not increased in the last 160 years.
Half of the so called global warm-
ing in the last 160 years was from
1910 to 1945. The next warming
period was from 1977 to 1998. The
rate of warming recently was ex-
actly the same as the 1910 to 1945
warming. The warming stopped in
1998 and trend has been zero ever
since.

The title of Chapter three is “Why

is the climate changing?” The first

sentence says “For nearly 200

years people have been changing

the earth’s atmosphere by burning

coal, oil and gas on a large scale

and pumping out massive amounts
of carbon dioxide and other gases.’
She never mentions that as a per-
cent of the atmosphere the total in-
crease in carbon dioxide since 1800
is ..01%. She then also states that
“The earth’s temperature is warm-
ing faster than at anytime in the past
10,000 years.” This is clearly false.
Ice cores from Greenland indicate
that the earth’s climate has warmed
and cooled many times during the
past 10,000 years. The warming pe-
riods have often been much more
rapid than the current rate. She also
never mentions that over the last
160 years of thermometer measure-
ment the earth has only warmed 1
degree Fahrenheit and the warming
is not accelerating.

She goes on to mention that “Polar
bears face the loss of their icy wil-
derness in the Arctic” but never in-
forms the student that there are now
an estimated 25,000 polar bears
in the Arctic, up from an estimate
5,000 in the 1960s. Any middle
school student reading this book
will come away with the message
that oil, coal and gas are bad and we
must stop using them immediately
no matter what the consequences.

Another book I found was titled,

“A Green World?” by Nicola Baird
published by Franklin Watts, a divi-
sion of Grolier publishing. This is a
highly biased book written by a far
left environmentalist. Nicola Baird
has been a board member of the
Forest Stewardship Council and has
served as an editor of publications
at the radical environmental group
Friends of the Earth. On every page
of this book the author claims that
basically everything that humans
do is threatening the earth’s well be-
ing and we need to change our evil
polluting ways. She mentions Ra-
chel Carson’s book “Silent Spring”
and the damaging effects of DDT.
Of course she never mentions that
the banning of DDT has caused the
death of tens of millions of people
in the third world who were bitten
by malaria carrying mosquitoes.
DDT is the only proven chemical
that can safely kill those mosqui-
toes.

She also is telling the students read-
ing this book that so called “pollut-
ers” should pay for their destruc-
tion of the environment and climate.
She says “However, some people
believe that preserving the environ-
ment will not necessarily harm eco-
nomic growth in the long term, and
that businesses can find a balance
between the two, if they have to.”
The “if they have to” implies some
kind of government regulation to

force companies to “go green” of
else. She goes on to endorse the
policies of other radical environ-
mental groups such as Greenpeace
with quotes such as “In half an
hour enough of the sun’s energy
is received by the earth to power
humankind’s activities for a year.’
Ignoring that fact that solar power
always needs traditional fossil fuel
power plants to back them up at
night or when it’s cloudy.

In yet another book called “Natu-
ral Disasters” by Claire Watts and
Trevor Day published by DK pub-
lishing there is a section on Climate
Change. The book says “For about
the last 100 years our planet has
been growing warmer, but in the
last few decades the rate of change
has increased dramatically. Many
scientists believe that this global
warming is largely due to the enor-
mous volumes of polluting gases
released by burning fossil fuels.”
The authors have clearly decided
that the message is more important
than the facts. Data from the Hadley
Center global temperature record
shows that since 1945 earth’s aver-
age temperature has only increased
in one 21 year period, from 1977
to 1998. There was a slight cooling
from 1945 to 1976 and no warming
since 1998. This is not a dramatic
increase over the last few decades
but the unaware students will be

left with that message. The section
also recites the mandatory threat to
polar bears due to decreasing ice.
Sea ice in the arctic is cyclical and
is tied to the Atlantic Multi-decadal
Oscillation (AMO). When the
AMO is in the warm phase the Gulf
Stream pumps warmer water into
the Arctic and the amount of sea
ice is reduced. In the cold phase of
the AMO the flow of warm water in
the Gulf Stream slows and sea ice
in the Arctic increases. The Atlantic
has been in the warm phase since
the mid 1990s and will continue to
be for another 10 years or so. Af-
ter that the AMO will return to the
cool phase and sea ice will increase
again in the Arctic.

I shuftled through a few more books
and found “Water For Life” by Val-
erie Bodden published by Creative
Education. On the very first page
the book trumpets “Temperatures
are warming as greenhouse gases
such as carbon dioxide trap heat
in the atmosphere. As one reads
through the book the same mes-
sages are repeated that I found in
the other books. Human activity is
destroying or will destroy the earth
and we need to change our ways
if we’re going to save nature. The
book continually says that our use
of water is excessive and methods

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of using water to generate power
like hydroelectric plants destroy
wetlands and harm fish migrations.
On page 21 the author says “global
warming caused by the production
of greenhouse gases appears to be
a growing threat to earth’s water
supply. Although some scientists
disagree about the extent of global
warming, many believe that earth’s
surface temperature could increase
by 2 to 11.5 degrees Fahrenheit over
the next century. As a result many
of the world’s glaciers could melt,
causing the rivers they supply to
at first overflow and then slow to a
trickle. Warming temperatures and
melting glaciers may also cause sea
levels to rise and submerge coastal
wetlands and cities.” I think it’s in-
teresting that the author chose to
mention wetlands first and then cit-
ies submerging.

The point is that this is another
of an apparently endless series of
books made for middle school stu-
dents that condemns how we live
and how we make energy. If this
one school library is a microcosm
of other school libraries around the
country than these same messages
are being pounded into the heads of
our youth day after day, year after
year with virtually no opinion from
anyone other than environmentally
driven eco-authors whose mission
is to re-invent energy production
with no idea of how to do it. By the
time these students are old enough
to question the assumptions and er-
rors in these books it might be too
late to reverse the direction the radi-
cal environmental movement has
taken us.

City throws stones while living 1n a glass house

This past week the city announced
that a new website has been de-
signed to encourage fewer single
occupancy vehicles from making
trips downtown. They said they
want to get more people using the
Metro and cut down on the amount
of traffic demand in the city. | won-
der when they are going to realize
that the reason there are so many
people driving themselves to work
in singly occupied vehicles, is be-
cause they live off the peninsula
and public transportation is not re-
liable enough. Many of them do it
because the Metro doesn’t run fre-
quently enough or reliably enough
for them to count on getting to work
that way.

Now I know David Marshall and
Kevin Donoghue would argue that
this is not the reason, but I know
from experience how unreliable the
Metro buses are. They run on aver-
age every half hour or so and are
supposed to go by around the same
time each cycle. This however al-
most never happens and either they
go by way too early or they fail to
stop for you because you were not
quite at the bus stop. I have also
been standing at a bus stop waiting
for a bus to come for more than 15
minutes beyond the expected time
stated on the schedule. So if the
city wants people to start relying on
Metro, maybe they should start by
making the Metro more reliable.

Another thing the city should do
is to look at their own house before
throwing the stones at all the oth-
er glass houses. The city itself has
a very large portion of their staff
show up to work everyday in singly

occupied vehicles and they even of-
fer them free monthly bus passes.
Do you think maybe these employ-
ees used these free bus passes and
found out how unreliable the Metro
was? I wonder how many got writ-
ten up for tardiness due to their ef-
forts to use alternative transporta-
tion?

Mayor Mavodones himself who
was among the speakers at this of-
ficial announcement even drives
himself to work, ironically in a sin-
gly occupied vehicle. Am I the only
one who sees the hypocrisy in him
talking about people driving them-
selves through the city while he
does it himself? [ imagine he is also
probably one of the city employees
who gets a free parking spot.

I would be remiss if I didn’t men-
tion how many police cruisers I
drive by daily that have only one
officer in them. How often do you
ever see only one police officer re-
spond to a call? I would have to say
hardly ever. So why don’t they pair
them up and save the city money on
fuel costs and prevent themselves
from looking like hypocrites who
want us to do what they say, not
what they do. Now I understand
that they can spread the officers
throughout the city better and give
better response times with this dis-
tribution of officers, but it doesn’t
change the hypocrisy of city owned,
singly occupied vehicles on our
streets while they are asking us to
use public transit instead of driving
ourselves.

I would also be interested in
knowing if Judy Harris, Portland’s

Transportation Director, drives to
work in a singly occupied vehicle.
I know she doesn’t leave her of-
fice much to do her job and I often
wonder what she does anyway. I re-
member trying to stop in to see her
one day last year and finding her in
the dark when she came to the door,
and she appeared to have just been
woken up by my knocking on her
door.

I know one part of her job is to
represent the taxi industry and hear
from them annually, but that hasn’t
happened for the last two years. The
taxi industry is filled with problems
of drivers who can’t find their way,
or who overcharge customers they
take the wrong way from the airport
to the local hotel they are staying at.
Has this been addressed by her de-
partment yet? Not from what I can
see and as a matter of fact you can’t
even reach her to complain about it,
as she rarely handles the calls from
taxi drivers who complain about
their fellow drivers. The only thing
I can actually say I know she does
is prepare the agenda for the Trans-
portation Committee and comment
when asked about info for stories. I
hope the new City Manager is more
vigilant in supervising his directors
and ensures they are doing a job we
are actually paying them for. So I
guess her driving a singly occupied
vehicle has very little impact on
Portland streets.

The article in the Forecaster writ-
ten by Randy Billings said that
Maine Medical Center is a prime
example of what can be done to re-
duce single occupant vehicles being
driven to work by its employees. I

am not sure how having them park
in auxiliary parking lots and busing
them to the hospital ensures they
are not driving to work in singly
occupied vehicles. I do know many
of them walk from these outlying
parking lots to the hospital and that
is great, but it doesn’t mean they
didn’t drive themselves to work.

The article also states how Maine
Medical Center has received the
first “Golden Gas Cap” award from
Mavodones for its efforts. I think it
is great that Maine Medical Center
is making an attempt to reduce traf-
fic on city streets, but [ am not sure
if they are really making the impact
they believe and I would love to see
the statistics they are using to track
progress.

Kevin Donoghue believes we
should be giving more incentives
to city employees including giving
them a parking cash out to unlock
employee demand for commuter
alternatives. I would like to know
where he thinks a city who can’t
cover the expenses of annual road
repairs without bonding out the
projects over the long term will find
the money to fund this program. Al-
though this new site was produced
with a $16,000 grant and $4,000 in
local funding, I am pretty sure the
Feds are not going to be on board to
fund this program being offered by
Donoghue.

So I hope before the city throws
stones in the future, they remember
they live in a glass house like the
rest of us.

asking about my sexual prefer-
ences, tastes in men and turned it
back onto him regarding his politi-
cal agenda.

On Sunday July 3, 2011, my wife,
son and I decided that we would go
out to eat at AppleBee's on Brighton
Avenue in Portland and see how it
was with the new management staff
they have now compared to when
we ate there last time. We were not
disappointed, in fact we were quite
delighted with our experience this
time around.

The atmosphere was very pleas-
ant and it had a very nice neigh-
borhood feel to it. The decorations
were all from different eras with a
Hollywood theme to them. It wasn't
particularly busy when we went,
but it was around 2:00 p.m., so we
had probably just missed the lunch
crowd.

When we first walked in, we
noticed the hostess was right near
the podium where they keep their
menus and seated us in a very com-
fortable booth. She asked if we
wanted a table or booth and with a

child like ours, it is always a good
idea to choose a booth. She placed
our menus on the table before us
and before we could even get ad-
justed in our seats, there was our
waitress Kristina to take our drink
orders, talk about good service.

She arrived with our drinks very
quickly, but didn't press us for our
order and told us to just to let her
know when we are ready. The menu
was a little too much to decide from,
but we decided that the 2 entrees
and an appetizer for $20 sounded
like a great deal.

My wife and I both ordered 9 oz.
steaks which cost $2.00 more, but it
was quite worth it. The steaks were
cooked to perfection with a slightly
salty but delicious spicy flavor to
them. They were the most pleas-
antly tender steaks I have ever eaten
and we could have cut them with a
butter knife. We also ordered the
Mozzarella Sticks as an appetizer.
They were very generous with the

My son ordered the small Riblet
dinner with fries and he said they
were very tasty.

No Child Left Behind is leaving schools behind sy:charies E Bragdon

Now the State Legislative ses-
sion has ended and the cuts have
been made, how will the cuts in
education funding really affect our
children? As many people remem-
ber in 2001, then President George
W. Bush passed the “No Child Left
Behind law” and it took local con-
trol of public school standards away
from the states and implemented a
federal standard to ensure that all
children would receive the same
education without regard to where
they live.

If this is true then why does
it seem like more than 80% of
schools in this state and the country
as a whole are falling behind these

standards? Arne Duncan, the feder-
al Secretary of Education said,”the
estimate, based on an analysis of
testing trends and the workings of
the law's pass-fail school rating sys-
tem, was the latest evidence of the
law's shortcomings and the need to
overhaul it. Even many of the na-
tion's best run schools are likely to
fall short of the law's rapidly rising
standardized testing target. This
law is fundamentally broken, and
we need to fix it this year.”

So if Mr. Duncan is on target
with his remarks, this fall when
state exams are given, they will
likely represent an alarming rise in
the number of schools falling short

of the law's strict requirements.
This means that many of Maine's
schools which are already severely
underfunded, could be classified as
schools that are missing the target.
Not everyone agrees that this will
be the case and some from the other
side of the issue are saying that if
Mr' Duncan is right, it would be a
mind blower.

This is what it looks like for
Maine schools to pass the litmus
test, all students have to test out
with 100% proficiency in math and
reading by 2014. This is like trying
to tell a city that they must eradi-
cate all crime in their city by 2014. 1
think both would be unrealistic and

kind of like trying to create a Uto-
pian society.

The law requires all schools to
conduct annual testing of read-
ing and math skills from 3rd grade
to 8th grade and at least one high
school grade. These results must be
published and broken down by eth-
nic groups and other subset catego-
ries. If students in an ethnic group
miss the targets, the entire school is
put on probation.

We have already seen that happen

all over the state when our schools

all over the state were better funded.

So the question is, does that mean
districts like Portland, Lewiston,
Auburn, and others with high ESL
(English as a Second Language)
populations are going to continue
to struggle to be funded because
they fall short of federal standards?
How many schools will be esca-
lated to the status of “needing im-

provement” or even face sanctions
that can include shutdowns or staff
changes.

There are so many school de-
partments in Maine who have been
struggling to meet this stringent
rquirement of the “No Child Left
Behind” testing and now they have
less money, will we start to see
shutdowns all over the largest dis-
tricts in the state for failing to meet
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impossible standards with less staff
to improve with.

I hope as President Obama, Con-
gress and the Secretary of Educa-
tion try to overhaul this program,
they take into consideration how
many school systems throughout
the country are struggling just to
keep their public schools funded.
I also hope they really try to com-
prehend the complexities created in

municipalities and localities when
you create the multi-cultural envi-
ronments they are being forced to
educate people in.

That said, it is going to be a very
difficult year to be a teacher, stu-
dent or parent in our schools next
year with less money, less staff and
tougher standards that just keep
getting tougher every year.
